Climb ladders and work from heights; hear and speak to exchange information; walk over rough or uneven 

surfaces; stand or crouch for extended periods of time; dexterity of hands and fingers to operate various tools and 

equipment; see to perform roofing tasks; lift and carry heavy objects; bend, reach overhead, above the shoulders 

and horizontally.
